Number six and seven 
are in the worst condi-
tion. Number six is in 
need of better air flow, 
which will require the 
removal of some trees 
and underbrush around 
the green, all of which 

we plan on doing this 
winter.  

Number seven might 
require some sod 
planting around the 
fringe. Healing the 
green is very difficult 
once you have al-
lowed play. You can 
help with this by not 
walking on the bare 
sports and thin areas 
on the green.
